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Blessings. What do you think about when I say the word blessings? Do you think 

about money, a healthy bank account? Do you think about comfort and security, a 

nice house to live in, surrounded by a beautiful physical environment? Do you think 

about health, being blessed with your health restored after a battle with cancer or poor 

eyesight or sickness? Do you think about relationships, having around you family and 

friends that truly enrich your life? Blessings. What do you think about when I say the 

word blessing? 

 

It seems to me that today, when we talk about being blessed by God, we are often 

talking about physical stuff – money, possessions, good health.  For those are the 

things we seem to value the most nowadays. But I was deeply moved when I watched 

the movie last Sunday night, “A beautiful mind”.  There at the end of the movie, the 

Noble Price winner for mathematics, stands in front of an assembled crowd. He has 

just received his award, his recognition for a life times achievement, his cash and all 

he wants to talk about is his wife. How she has stood by him through the highs and 

the incredible lows. For him, the blessings were not material, but relational. 

 

And that is interesting, because last week we heard God make some very important  

promises to Abraham. In Genesis 12, verses 1 to 3 God says “I will make you into a 

great nation and I will bless you. I will make your name great and you will be a 

blessing. I will bless those who bless you and whoever curses you I will curse; and all 

people on earth will be blessed through you.” 

 

Here, God promises blessings to Abraham and blessings to the world. Blessings not 

just of money, of flocks, of land but as we come to read on, those things will also be 

involved. But blessings of a relationship. I will be your God. You will be my chosen 

people. So Abraham will receive those blessings if he trusts God by faith. And others 

will receive those blessings if they stick close to the faith of Abraham. 

 

So this morning I want to look at the relationships Abraham had with others – with 

Lot, with God, with Sodom, with Melchizedek. Because it was these relationships that 

determined the size and the shape of the blessings that flowed to those in the story. 

 

1. Abraham & Lot. 

 

So lets turn firstly to the relationship between Abraham and Lot. They come up after 

their time in Egypt, wealthy men. Yes Abraham hasn‟t shown off his best side, he has 

left Canaan after the first sign of hardship and has betrayed his wife and lied to the 

King. But despite all of this, he and Lot have acquired sheep and cattle, donkeys, 

slaves, silver and gold.  

 

They could say that God has blessed them. They are now rich men. But these 

blessings will soon test them. For they come to Bethel and Abram builds an altar and 



again calls on the name of the Lord. But soon God‟s blessing creates problems, 

tensions, quarrels.  

 

They have too many possessions to stay together. They have too much livestock to 

both be around the same grass, the same watering hole. As the Hollywood classics 

might say,  „this town ain‟t big enough for the both of us‟ one says to the other and so 

they will have to determine what they do next.  

 

Now Abram is the head of the household and so he has to make a decision. Before 

him is the promised inheritance from God and beside him is his nephew, his closest 

male family member. Now he could kick out his nephew and get him to fend for 

himself, he was quite entitled to do that! Or would he choose the best land for himself 

and leave Lot with the rest? 

 

No he goes down neither of these paths. He chooses to trust in God. He doesn‟t take 

for himself what he was entitled to do, he humbly gives Lot the choice – the fertile 

plain or the hills? And Lot chooses to make a grab for the best land, he will choose 

the fertile, productive part of the land. 

 

Now when Lot takes the best land he was acting like a child. It‟s a bit like the Peanuts 

cartoon where Lucy and Linus are offered the last two pieces of cake and Lucy took 

the biggest piece. "Hey" said Linus "if I had had first choice I would have taken the 

smallest piece." "So, what are you grumbling about?" replied Lucy.  

 

Lot took the biggest piece, the best land. But it would ultimately get him into a lot of 

trouble. For it might have been prime real estate but it had terrible neighbours. For in 

the midst of those fertile plains were the town of Sodom and Gomorrah and even in 

those days they were legendary for their wickedness. Sure Lot may well become 

wealthy but what sort of influences was he opening himself up to? He might get an 

easier life but would their immorality rub off on him?  He might become richer but 

would he continue to live a life of blessing? 

For hadn‟t God said to Abram, "I will bless those who bless you, and whoever curses 

you I will curse; and all peoples on earth will be blessed through you." And here Lot 

had shown his Uncle disrespect, by taking the good land. He had put profit before his 

family by deciding to separate from Abram rather than finding a solution where he 

could stay with his Uncle. And so because of the quarrels of a few herdsmen, Lot 

chooses to walk away from Abram, the man of blessing. And he settles on the 

doorstep of Sodom. Which means he is actually walking away from God‟s blessing. 

Yes he will be rich. Yes he will have the outward trappings of success, but this is a 

choice that robs him of God‟s blessings. In the words of John Calvin, “Lot when he 

fancied he was living in paradise, was nearly plunged into the depths of hell.” Do you 

see that? Do you understand that? For Lot the path of blessing was not going to be 

found going down the track of material prosperity. It was instead staying close to the 

God of Abram. Learning about the life of faith from Abram. Calling on the name of 

the Lord with Abram. 

 



Now so many of us make the same mistake as Lot does. We think that God‟s blessing 

comes through material riches. We think if we can give the best money can buy to our 

children, our grandchildren we can share with them God‟s blessing on ourselves. And 

by doing that we show them that we value expensive toys, sporting equipment, 

fashionable clothes over everything else. Whereas God‟s blessing on our kids will not 

come through material things, but time spent with them. Showing them your love for 

them and for God. Caring for them by giving up your time. Placing in them the seeds 

of faith. These are the real blessings of God and many of them can be passed on to 

those whom we love. 

 

But I want you to consider where Lot‟s decision ultimately takes him. In chapter 

13:10, Lot looks as the well watered Jordan valley. By the time we get to verse 12, he 

has pitched his tent near Sodom. And a couple of chapters later, we read that he now 

dwells in Sodom. Do you see what happens? Compromise turns into acceptance 

which turns into likemindedness.  

 

But it doesn‟t just affect him, this decision affects his family, doesn‟t it? Because after 

he settles in Sodom and God comes down and warn him to get out, two of his 

daughters are engaged to the men of Sodom, but they refuse to listen to Lot when the 

time of judgement comes. And even when they escape, Lot‟s wife turns back, she 

can‟t say goodbye to the things she has left behind and she turns into a pillar of salt. 

And what do the daughters do after they escape? They get Lot drunk and sleep with 

him so that his family name can continue through them. Lot has lived near Sodom and 

now Sodom has over time taken over the morals and actions of all his family. 

 

One preacher put it this way, “People do not decide to be drunkards, drug addicts, 

prostitutes, murderers, or thieves, but they pitch their tent toward Sodom, and the 

powers of evil overcome them.” And it was Albert Einstein who once said, “I do not 

fear the explosive power of the atom bomb. What I fear is the explosive power of evil 

in the human heart.” So if we allow evil an inch, it will take a mile. 

 

Mike Yaconelli writes in the Wittenburg Door that he lives in a small, rural 

community. The area has lots of cattle ranches and every once in a while a cow 

wanders off and gets lost. If you ask one of the ranchers how a cow gets lost, chances 

are he will reply, „Well, the cow starts nibbling on a tuft of green grass, and when it 

finishes, it looks ahead to the next tuft of green grass and starts nibbling on that one, 

and then it nibbles on the tuft of grass right next to the hole in the fence. It then sees 

another tuft of green grass on the other side of the fence, so it nibbles on that one and 

then goes on to the next tuft. The next thing you know the cow has nibbled itself into 

being lost.‟ 

 

That was what Lot has done. That‟s the danger that we have. Not that we outright 

reject God, but that we pitch our tents too close to the good life that we place our eyes 

off God and his spiritual blessings and onto the world and its material blessings. 

 

2. Abram & God 

 

But compare the relationship between Abram and Lot with that of Abram and God. 

For in verses 14 to 18, God appears again to Abram and tells him look up. Not look 

around at the material prosperity of your neighbours, not just look out at all the things 



that your money can buy. But look up. Lift up your eyes. Look at what God is doing. 

Remember the promises that he has made to you. Place your attention firmly on your 

Lord. Walk through the land. Not so that you can keep up with the Jones but so that 

you can imagine what God is going to do with your life.  

 

And Abram does just that and then he calls upon the name of the Lord. He changes 

his focus from flocks and tents and slaves and material goods to trust in God, to the 

promises from God and to the worship of God. For him blessings don‟t just flow from 

what you can see, smell, touch and taste. They come through your relationship with 

God. For He can bless us physically, relationally, emotionally and spiritually.  

 

Dwight L. Moody once demonstrated the principle like this: "Tell me," he said to his 

audience, "how can I get the air out of the tumbler I have in my hand?" One man said, 

"Suck it out with a pump." But the evangelist replied, "That would create a vacuum 

and shatter it." Finally after many suggestions, Moody picked up a pitcher and quietly 

filled the glass with water. "There," he said, "all the air is now removed." He then 

explained that victory for the child of God does not come by working hard to 

eliminate all the things of this world, but rather by allowing God to take full 

possession of all that is inside of you. 

 

3. Abram & Sodom. 

 

But there is another relationship that is instructive in these chapters and that is the one 

between Abram and Sodom. For in chapter 14 we see the first war in the Bible. Four 

kings in the east are overthrown by five kings from the Jordan plain. And when those 

defeated kings mobilise their armies and come back the next year, they defeat the 

Kings of Sodom and Gomorrah and their allies, they take the loot and the people and 

they take Lot and his family as well.  

 

In one decisive action, all of Lot‟s blessings have been taken away. His land, his 

goods, his family, his freedom just disappear because these sorts of blessings are 

incredibly fickle. And so when the news reaches Uncle Abram, he calls all his 

fighting men and his allies together and chases after the four Eastern kings in order to 

save Lot and his family. Which he does. 

For it's not what you know... it's who you know. And because Lot is particularly well 

connected, he is able to play his get out of jail free card. Once again he is blessed 

because of his relationship with Abram. Abram gives him back his freedom, his 

family, his possessions, his wealth. Or more correctly God gives these things to Lot 

through Abram. 

And as Abram comes back to his home, he meets the King of Sodom in verses 21 and 

24. And despite the fact that Abram has defeated his enemy for him, rescued his 

people, you could hardly say that the King of Sodom is all that appreciative, could 

you? Listen to what he says, “Give me the people and keep the goods for yourself”  

He starts by saying to Abram give me something. Not thanks or respect or gratitude. 

Now Abram didn‟t have to give him anything and we know that because he says to 

the king of Sodom, let my allies take their share, their share of the spoils of his people 

and of his possession.  They had earned them by winning the war. 



But Abram is gracious to Sodom. I will give you everything I have taken, people and 

possessions. I don‟t want anything to do with your tainted goods. I don‟t want people 

to say that I got rich because of Sodom, but instead I was blessed because of my God.  

Apparently Rudyard Kipling, one day speaking to the graduating class at McGill 

University said, "One day you will meet a man who doesn‟t care much for wealth or 

fame. And then you will realize how poor you are." What Abram does to the king of 

Sodom is to show him how poor he really is and how rich, how blessed Abram really 

is. For blessings don‟t necessarily come through wealth, they come through God. 

Through trusting Him. Through doing the right thing. Through not being involved 

with tainted goods, tainted practises, corrupt people.  

 

There are plenty of people within the Church whose business decisions, whose 

financial investments, whose moral actions have been tainted by the people of Sodom. 

Who decide they will make a grab for material blessings now rather than wait for the 

real blessings to be given to them by God, but here Abram is showing us a better way. 

 

4. Abram & Melchizedek. 

 

And what is even better is his relationship with the priest Melchizedek. On his way 

home another person approaches Abram, another king, this one from Salem or 

Jerusalem. This man blesses Abram and speaks to him about the most high, mighty 

God, Creator of heaven and earth. This man comes and offers Abram not just bread 

and water, food, sustenance. But bread and wine, a banquet, a feast, a celebration.  

 

And Abram gives him a tenth of everything. God‟s blessings are beginning to come 

the way of Abram. And in thankfulness of the blessings of God, Abram will share 

with others cash, goods, possessions, worth a princely sum, because they are nothing 

compared to the blessings of God. If he is given a choice between earthy blessings 

and heavenly blessings it becomes obvious which ones Abram will choose. 

 

And so at the climax of a tumultuous chapter we begin to see what was truly at stake 

in this international conflict. The struggle of kings, the far ranging armies and the 

spoils of the city are the small change of the story, the crux is the faith or failure of 

one man.” That‟s where the blessings will come from, God‟s blessings. It will come 

through our faith, our trust, our godliness. And it will also come to us when we have a 

relationship with people like Abram. As God had already promised, all people on the 

earth will be blessed through Abram. 

So this chapter shows us that Abram was great. But because he gives his gift to 

Melchizedek, it also shows us that Melchizedek was greater. But funnily enough 

Hebrews 7 talks about this same incident and the point the writer there wants to tell us 

is that Jesus tops both of them. 

For Melchizedek is a priest of God, standing as a go between besides Abram and God. 

But Jesus is a perfect high priest always standing between us and God. And in 

Genesis 14 it's Melchizedek, King of Jerusalem, who brings bread and wine, and 

blessings from God. But for us, it's the Lord Jesus; crowned king of Jerusalem with a 

coronation of thorns and a cross. On the night he was betrayed, he brings out the 



bread and wine and says this is my body and blood. Given for you. And then lays 

down his life as the perfect and final sacrifice for the forgiveness of sin? 

For when you think about it, Abram‟s blessings point us to Jesus blessings don‟t they? 

Our blessings don‟t just come through material goods, money in the bank, good 

health, but they come through a relationship with Jesus don‟t they? It is when we are 

close to Him that we receive God‟s blessings. And when we are far from him that we 

receive God‟s curses. And it is through this Jesus that God has decided to bless the 

whole world.  

So friends, be wary of spending all your time chasing more and more money. Don‟t 

teach your kids or your grandkids that houses and possessions and cars are the be all 

and end all. Show them that the real blessings in life, the things that can‟t be taken 

away from you in stock market collapses, or through flood, fire or drought, all come 

through relationships. And the best relationship of all is through God‟s son Jesus. 

For Abram was a man of great faith, who refused to be dragged down by the world 

around him, compromised by the tainted goods on his right and on his left and 

through that he blessed his family and the generations to come. And we too can be a 

source of blessing to our family and to the generations to come if we show them that 

high on our priority list is staying close to Jesus. If we do that maybe, just maybe, 

they will be blessed through knowing you. Because you will be helping to connect 

them to the source of all real blessings, the Lord Jesus Christ.
